Engineering

Chemical Engineering – applying chemistry to industry

Mechanical Engineering – designing and producing machinery

Civil Engineering – designing, constructing, and maintaining roads, bridges, canals, dams and buildings

Environmental Engineering – using science and engineering to improve the environment

Electrical Engineering – studying and applying electronics and electromagnetic forces 
Computer Engineering – combination of electrical engineering and computer science
Aerospace Engineering – designing, constructing, and maintaining aircraft and spacecraft
Biological/Life Sciences
Biology – the study of living things (plants, animals, people)

Chemistry – the study of chemical reactions and properties

Agronomy – the study of soil and plants, relating to crop production

Geology – the study of the physical history of the earth and rocks

Meteorology – the study of weather 

Astronomy – the science of the universe—planets, moons, stars

Other Sciences

Sociology – the study of how people/groups interact with each other

Psychology – the study of how the brain works and affects behavior 

Political Science –the study of government 

Computer Science – the study of computers and computer programming
Languages/Literature

Linguistics – the study of language syntax, translation, morphology, phonetics etc

Specific Language Study – studying a specific language’s grammar, conversation, literature, history etc
