Cow Tipping! And Other Fun Games on the Farm
Cow tipping: the idea is to knock a cow over while it is eating grass.

Basically, follow the instructions on this sign: 
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Oops, except that cow tipping is impossible!!! It’s a joke we sometimes play on people who don’t know about cows ^^ 

Goat or sheep tipping, on the other hand, is quite possible and can be quite amusing!
Sheep Tipping
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This sheep is in a chair…but you don’t need it to tip a sheep! You put your right hand on the right side of the sheep’s head, and your left hand on the sheep’s left side. Push your left hand toward your body and your right hand away from your body and the sheep will sit down. To make it sit still, take one of its front legs and pull it up behind its head. It doesn’t hurt the sheep, and this is what we do when we give a sheep medicine, cut off its hair, or other things it needs to sit still for. The same concept applies to goats, but goats move faster than sheep!
“Hey, Cow!”

“Hey, cow!” is a fun and easy game that anyone can play.
 If you see a group of cows eating, line up next to the fence and take turns yelling. The first person shouts “Hey, cow!” as loud as they can. Count how many cows look at you after yelling. Wait a few minutes so they start eating again. Then the next person can yell “Hey, cow!” Again, count the cows that look. Keep going until everyone has yelled. Whoever gets the most cows to look up is the winner!
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You can also play from the car. Each person takes a turn yelling at groups of cows. One person will yell at the first group of cows you see, the second person will yell at the next group, etc. You can get out of the car, or just yell out the window.
